Whereas, eleven of thirteen statewide offices elected since 1998 have been decided by less than a majority of voters;

Whereas, the 2006 election for governor will have three major party candidates plus more candidates from other parties, making likely another less-than-majority winner;

Whereas, Instant Runoff Voting assures the winner is chosen by a majority of voters without need for a second runoff election;

Whereas, additionally, Instant Runoff Voting has been shown to

· Maximize voter participation and available choices of candidates

· Assure fairer and more accurate representation of all voters

· Eliminate the cost of nonpartisan city primary elections and reduce the cost of campaigns

· Lead to more informative and cleaner campaigns

Whereas, Instant Runoff Voting is already being used in San Francisco California, Cambridge Massachusetts, the State of Louisiana (overseas absentee ballots), and is pending in nine other jurisdictions throughout the country;
Whereas, Instant Runoff Voting is endorsed by the League of Women Voters of Minnesota and a growing list of other state and local organizations;
